POLICY STATEMENT

PERSONAL DETAILS — PRIVACY ACT 1993

Objective

To ensure that statutory compliance is observed by the Cerebral Palsy (CP) Society in
relation to the holding and dissemination of personal information in relation to the
requirements of The Privacy Act 1993.

Policy

The General Manager
has been appointed as the Privacy Officer under the requirements of the Act, and is
responsible for ensuring compliance with The Privacy Act 1993.
